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In 1948, the Ministry of Agriculture held a fair called
the Bang Khen Central Agriculture Station Market, or the Kaset
Klang Bang Khen Market, once a year continuously for five years.
In 1953, the fair was held on a grander scale and was called the
Agriculture Day Fair. The objective was “to give information,
advice, and encouragement so that Thai farmers will familiarize
themselves with scientifically developed techniques of modern
agriculture that have been studied and tested by the government
and found to produce good results and will apply these techniques
to improve their equipment and their land and bring their agricultural
practice up to date so that they are able to continually improve the
quantity and the quality of their products and achieve the ultimate
objective, which is to be able to eat well and live well.”
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
